Circle
swimming only. No sprinting or pace work will be allowed during the general warm up session.
NO DIVING will be allowed from the blocks or the edge of the pool. Swimmers shall enter the pool
feet first in a cautious manner.

The last 15 minutes of warm up per lane will be:

Push pace lanes: Push off one or two lengths from starting end. Circle swimming only. NO DIVING.
Racing starts: Sprint lanes for racing starts from blocks or for backstroke starts in specified lanes at
designated times. Swim one direction only and exit the pool on the opposite end in the same
specified lane.
